OFFICIAL RULES OF THE ‘MAKE A FILM IN 24 HOURS’ COMPETITION

This Agreement consists of the Official Rules of the Make A Film In 24 Hours Contest of the Reggae Film Festival 2010 and invites acceptance of these Rules by ________________________________ hereinafter called “Entrant” and the JAMAICA FILM ACADEMY, regarding Entrant’s intended involvement in the “Make A Film In 24 Hours” competition scheduled to take place between February 23-27, 2010 at the Reggae Film Festival in Kingston, Jamaica.  
These Official Rules apply to each and every participating team of film makers, actors, crew members and all other players in and contributors to any film or piece of film entered in the competition.

Every contributor or Team that enters a film in this contest must carefully read, review and agree to abide by all of these Official Rules, as well as any future rules and postings related to the Make A Film In 24 Hours competition, in a signed declaration presented by the final date of Entry and Registration.

1. Eligibility.  All persons over 18 years resident in Jamaica are eligible to enter the competition. Persons under age 18 with signed permission from parents/guardians may be allowed to compete. The contest is an exercise of skill and not a game, and only those Teams that indicate a serious approach will be accepted in the competition. 

2. Teams.  Team may consist of any number of persons, or only one person. Each Team member must supply a Biography and contact information with completed Entry Form. On delivery of the finished film, each Team must present completed Release Forms for Artwork, Location, Talent and Music used in their production.

3. Entry Deadline & Registration.  All completed Entry Forms must be received by February 12, 2010.  Entry Forms and attached documents must be sent to: 24 Hours Film Competition, Reggae Film Festival, P.O. Box 727, Kingston 6, Jamaica, or delivered to Reggae Film Festival Office, Hilton Kingston Hotel, Knutsford Boulevard, no later than February 12, 2010.   Accepted teams and individuals will be informed by email and telephone call to attend the Registration Process on Thursday, February 19, 2009 between the hours of 10:00 a.m.– 4:30 p.m. to collect their Production Package and instructions for the competition. A Registration Fee of JA$300 per Team will be charged.

4. Theme and Element.  At 8:00 a.m. on the start day of the Make A Film In 24 Hours competition, teams will be informed of a specific item or prop that must be incorporated in the film.  In this way, no team will be able to pre-film parts of their production, and each team will begin on an equal footing. 
5. Production Work.  All production and creative work relating to any Entered Film must take place ONLY during the 24 hour period between the Theme announcement and the designated Closing Time 24 hours later. Production work includes, but is not limited to, writing and/or improvising the script or screenplay, rehearsing, shooting, editing, animation, special effects, music, artwork, and titles and credits.  No production work may commence prior to the Theme announcement.  All production work shall be conducted at the sole cost and expense of the Teams and the Entrants responsible therefor. Any film found to have violated this rule will be disqualified.
6. Preparations.  The only work that may take place before the Make A Film In 24 Hours competition is (a) the organizing of cast and crew members, (b) the securing of equipment; (c) the scouting and securing of locations; (d) costume and set design; (e) the preparation, execution and submission of required documents to the Reggae Film Festival.

7. Film length.  The finished film may be any length, but no more than five minutes duration.  The maximum length of credits should be 30 seconds.  Credits will not be considered a part of the length of the film. Films must be submitted in the following formats only: 

Mini-DV (NTSC)

DVD

DATA-mpeg or QuickTime Uncompressed

Entries not in compliance with these formats will be disqualified.  It is highly recommended to include backups in other formats in case the film submitted has issues.  Each finished film must be clearly identified on labels to be provided by the Reggae Film Festival indicating Team Name, Title of Film, Running Time, Year of Production. Films will be screened in 4.3 aspect ratio.

8. Signed Releases. Each Team will be given copies of Release Forms for all Talent, Locations, Artwork and Music used in the film or whose services, work or property has been used in connection with any submitted film that must be filled out, signed and delivered with the finished film.  No film will be accepted unless it is accompanied by these Releases.

9. Film content.  Films must contain no explicit sexual, violent or illegal content, such as vandalism, robbery, drug use or assault.  The REGGAE FILM FESTIVAL and the JAMAICA FILM ACADEMY wish no one to be hurt or arrested for participating in the Make a Film In 24 Hours competition.

10. Credits.  The beginning and end credits for any Entered Film must include the text: “Created in 24 Hours for the Reggae Film Festival 2009” and must be retained in all future screenings and other exploitation and use of the film, commercial or otherwise, regardless of time, territory or medium and must be used in all advertising in connection with the film.

11. Judges and Judging. The Make A Film In 24 Hours competition will be moderated by a Competition Guide who will provide guidance and advice to Entrants. Judges will be individuals with experience in the film industry who will be invited to serve and given sole discretion to perform their duties by the Competition Guide.  No one will be selected as a Judge who has known bias or conflict of interest with any Entrant or Team and entrants may disclose in writing any such bias or conflict that they believe may have direct or indirect affect on their entry.
12. Judging Criteria.  Films will be judged as follows:

25%   Story (Writing, Originality, Character & Plot Development)

40%   How the Story is Told (Directing, Editing, Cinematography)

20%   Production Values (Effects, Technical Ability, Sound, Lighting, Music)

15%   Acting (or Narrator)

Each Judge shall assign a score within each of the above listed criteria and then total all scores for each film to select the top ten films and ultimately the winning film.  Unanimity of the judges is not required, only a simple majority. The decision of the Judges shall be final.

13. Prizes.  The first Prize shall be an invitation from Talk TV (Telstar) to make a production up to 30 minutes in length to be aired on the CTV channel. The only consideration each Entrant receives in exchange for entering into this Agreement is simply the screening of the Team’s completed film in the Reggae Film Festival, the publicity and promotion arising out of participation in the competition, and the possibility that the JAMAICA FILM ACADEMY will screen the winning films again at future venues.

14. Indemnification.  Each Entrant and Team member hereby indemnifies, discharges, defends and holds the JAMAICA FILM ACADEMY its owners, managers, employees, representatives, contractors and affiliates harmless from and against any and all damages, obligations, expenses, penalties, settlements, litigations, judgments and any other liabilities whatsoever arising from or otherwise relating to (a) any third-party or other claim or ownership rights or interest in, or otherwise relating to any Entered Film, (b) an third-party or other claim or violation of any personal right or proprietary right in connection with the Entered Film such as defamation, libel, slander, copyright infringements, right of privacy, or any other right claimed; (c) any claims for negligence, injury to persons, injury to property, or any other injury which may arise out of, result from, or occur directly or indirectly in any way in connection with this Contest or Entered Film; (d) any breach or other violation of these Official Rules: (e) any other activities by or relating to any Entered Film.
15. Copyright. The JAMAICA FILM ACADEMY and the REGGAE FILM FESTIVAL shall own the copyright and all other rights of any kind for all territories and media in perpetuity.  These rights shall include without limitation theatrical release, broadcast television, cable television and/or the Internet; the right to publicize the Make A Film In 24 Hours competition; the right to use the name and likeness of the Team and Team Members and any trademark rights relating to the Team and the title or titles of the entered film.
16. Sale of Film.  The JAMAICA FILM ACADEMY/REGGAE FILM FESTIVAL does not give any guarantee that the Entered film will generate revenue or prizes. The Entrant shall agree that the following terms shall apply should the JAMAICA FILM ACADEMY/REGGAE FILM FESTIVAL sell the Entrant’s film:

a. Individual Sale: The Entrant will receive 90% of the total sale and the Jamaica Film Academy will receive 10%.

b. Group or Collection Sale.  Includes sale for broadcast, internet streaming and/or DVED if Entrant’s film is included in the collection, the Entrant will receive a pro rata share of 50% of net proceeds.  Pro ration will be dependent on the number of films included in the collection.

c. Video Sharing Revenue.  The Entrant will receive 50% of all revenue generated through the Jamaica Film Academy’s placement of Entrant’s film on a Pay-Per-View site.

17.  Documentary Film. The Entrant hereby acknowledged that a documentary film may be shot during the Competition and hereby agrees to allow camera crews to tape the Team and each individual Team Member during any development and production stage of the Competition and to provide the Jamaica Film Academy a signed release for each of his/her participating cast and crew using an appropriate written release form.  The Entrant further gives the Jamaica Film Academy/Reggae Film Festival the right to use any images taken during the creation of the Entry, during any of the Competition events, as well as any other promotional purposes.

The JAMAICA FILM ACADEMY/REGGAE FILM FESTIVAL reserves the right to review and accept only those films and materials that comply in all respects with the official Rules.

COMPETITOR’S AFFIRMATION
I hereby confirm and agree that I have consented to contribute to the Project and that I am aware that my contribution will be recorded on tape or film for the purpose of inclusion in whole or in part.

I hereby agree that you may use (or refrain from using) and edit in any manner you may think fit, the recording of my contribution.  You may use my contribution for any purpose in the Project and for any purpose in connection with the Project, as you may in your absolute discretion think fit.  I agree that you may use my contribution throughout the world, including by using it in whole or in part in any publication, television broadcast or any other form of dissemination.  

I also agree that you may use my voice, name, likeness and biographical information in relation to any use to which you may put my contribution and/or any information or views expressed therein in any advertising and publicity relating to you or the Project.

I warrant that nothing said or implied by me (or in any documents or photographs disclosed to you by me) shall infringe the copyright or any other rights of any third party or be defamatory or infringe the right of privacy of any third party and I agree to indemnify you and your licensees or assignees against any costs, claims, demands or expenses arising out of any breach or claimed breach of this warranty.

I hereby acknowledge that I and all members of my Team have each read and each agree to abide by these Official Rules for the Make A Film In 24 Hours competition.
